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LIVE ELECTRICS  
 
The new electrical system is now live.   
The new blue posts have four outlets on each 
and there are sufficient outlets to provide one 
connection for every mooring. 
The whole system complies with the latest 
electricity regulations.  The cabling has been 
substantially increased in size to eliminate 
voltage losses over the 400m length of the 
moorings. 
Each outlet is rated to a maximum load of 
10amps; this is equivalent to a maximum total 
of 2.4kW at any time.  If your socket trips out 
then you are probably exceeding this capacity 
and you will need to be more selective with 
the appliances you are using. 
The complete system remains limited by the 
incoming supply and the capacity of this is 
unlikely to change in the foreseeable future. 
Please remember to unplug before moving 
your boat; the supply of electricity is not  
transferable to other places!

WATER SUPPLY  
 
In parallel with the installation of the new electrical system, new piping has been installed 
for upgrading the water supply.   
A connection will be provided on every other new electric post so a water supply point 
should be nearer to most moorings. Unlike the electrical upgrade, which was let to an exter-
nal contractor, the upgrade to the water supply will be installed by volunteers amongst the 
members.   
We have developed a system for the final metre to allow the pipe work to be drained during 
the winter time (December to March) and we will be installing this one point at a time over 
the next month or so, hence the open trenches local to some posts. 
Once this is completed, the new pipe work will be connected into the existing system be-
hind the new electricity control box, near the Car Park entrance. This will require a trench 
to be dug to expose the existing supply and a suitable connection then being made.
